REPORT OF THE 13TH NIGERIAN LEADERS’ SEMINAR HELD APRIL 3RD AND 4TH,  ,2015 
ARRIVAL DATE APRIL 2, 2015 : Brethren from Warri, Agbarho, Aba and Oron classes arrived at the venue in the afternoon of this day. When it was a few minutes to 6 p.m. Bro. Godwin Adiele who was hosting the seminar set the table for the Memorial Supper celebration.  At 6:10 p.m. the celebration began with a discourse by Bro. Peter Eke. I took over the proceedings with a short narration of the relevance of the celebration and who should partake of the emblems. Thereafter the celebration was consummated with the actual partaking of the Bread and Wine by 11 (eleven) of the brethren present. Only one brother from Lagos later arrive that night.
DAY ONE: (APRIL 3, 2015)
The seminar took off at exactly 9 a.m. prompt with the morning devotional service.  This was followed by a short welcome address by me during which I called to the attention of the brethren the need to be active in the Lord’s business. I told them that none of them is making any effort to take up the work of moving forward the Lord’s work and that most do not even study on their own until it is time for seminars. I pointed out that apart from Agbarho (Bro. Obire Moses), Okpuala Ngwa (Bro. Godwin Adiele) and Umuahia (Bro. Obike Onyemere) no other class has been having Class conventions.  I was very emphatic about this pointing out that most of the supposed classes do not really exist because over the years we have not seen any other person from them other than the supposed leaders. I asked the brethren when election was held last in their classes. I concluded the address by remind them that it is the Lord’s money which is being expended for the benefit of the brethren through the sacrifices of other brethren and so, all in attendance should maximize the gains of the opportunity.
Assignments given to the brethren were from Volume 6: ORDER AND DISCIPLINE IN THE NEW CREATION broken up into short portions for each brother from which he was to develop a good discourse of 20 Minutes which was followed by a 10 minutes question session. 
The first discourse was by Bro. Godwin Adiele followed by that by Bro. David Obire. Bro. Peter Eke took the third discourse immediately followed by Bro. Chuks Jacob. After the lunch break Bro. Donatus Onochie took his turn at 2 p.m. and then Bro. Obike Onyemere gave his discourse.  The First main Study of the seminar titled “The End of the High Calling Is Not the Closing of the Door” from VOLUME 3 STUDY NUMBER 6 – THE WORK OF HARVEST was conducted by Bro. Obire Moses from 3.00 p.m. to 6.10 p.m. A twenty minutes question session followed and then after a short intermission Testimony Meeting took place. The day’s activities came an end with Songs in the Night and Closing prayers at 6.55 p.m.
DAY TWO: (APRIL 4, 2015)
This second day started with Morning Devotion at 9 a.m. prompt followed by Discourses by Brothers John Isife and Mike Elekwa. After a short intermission, the Second Main Study of the Seminar titled “DEVELOPMENT OF CHRIST-LIKENESS from the Sermon Book page 635 was conducted by Bro. Obire Moses from  10.40 a.m. to 12. 35 p.m. Because we have to go for the lunch break we deferred the question session following the study to the general question time later in the evening. And so, we took our lunch break from 12.35 to 2 p..m
After lunch Main study Three titled “THE SUFFERINGS OF CHRIST AND HIS CHURCH’ from the Sermon Book page 649 was conducted by Bro. Obire Moses from 2 p.m. to 5 p.m. A question session covering both studies two and three took place from 5.p.m.  to 5 35 p.m.  We were about to go on a short intermission when the weather changed and rain began to fall. We therefore took the second Testimony meeting from 5.35 p.m. to 6.10 p.m.   We then concluded everything with Songs in the Night, Closing Prayer and Hymn 64.
ATTENDANCE:
In all, fourteen brethren including Bro. Donatus Ariwodor attended the seminar. Five of the brethren programmed to give discourses did not show up. This would have affected the program but it did not because the Lord had overruled it. Just five days to the seminar there was a serious challenge to me at the Institute were I am an Instructor. I was compelled to make myself available to take the first lecture of a new training course on Monday the 6th of April although it being a public Holiday. Due to this development I sent a note to all the brethren that the duration of the seminar MAY be reduced to two days and that I will discuss details with them at the seminar. After discussing the matter with the brethren at the seminar during which I gave two options – 1). Reduce the duration to two days, or 2). Continue with the preplanned program for the last day without me. The brethren opted for the two days because of the no show brethren. The program therefore flowed smoothly without interruption for the two days.
ISSUES:
Brethren, you would have noted above under attendance that I separated Bro. Donatus Ariwodor from the other attendees. This is because he was not invited to this seminar. He was not included because of an issue that came up during the last seminar in October 2014. During that seminar, brethren from Okpuala Ngwa were not happy that he was allowed to participate in the program because according to them Bro. Ariwodor had been ex-communicated by the class over some moral issues. I at the time told the Okpuala Ngwa brethren that since they did not inform other brethren we did not know about the ex-communication and could not have excluded him. There and then I told Bro. Ariwodor and the Okpuala Ngwa brethren  to get the issue settled and inform other Nigerian brethren accordingly. When I was preparing the program for this seminar I inquired from Bro. Adiele as to the settlement but said nothing has changed. This was why Bro. Ariwodor was excluded from the invitation and the program. He however came in the company of the Umuahia brethren and I confronted him about the issue. I asked him why he has not cleared the issue and inform others. When he started to become argumentative I called Bro. Obike Onyemere to reason with him. This led to the matter been discussed without going into details but restricted to how the settlement could be achieved. It was then agreed that Bro. Ariwodor and Okpuala Ngwa class brethren pick a date for the settlement with Brothers Obike Onyemere of Umuahia, Peter Eke and Chuks Jacob of Aba which are the nearest classes to them in attendance. I made it clear to all concerned that without the settlement Bro. Donatus Ariwodor will not be included in all our activities including our local seminars and the Pan African seminar of March 2016 now that we are all aware of the situation.
FUTURE PLANS:
1. We unanimously agreed to hold our next seminar in October during the Nigerian Independence holidays;
2. Concerning the March 2016 Pan African Seminar, I currently have a list of 21 would-be attendees.
A BROTHER IN DARE NEED
During the seminar I noted Bro. Chuks Jacob has much difficulty with his sight. Upon discussion with him I found that he was a few months ago diagnosed with GLAUCOMA and that the Hospital demanded eighty five (85,000.00) thousand naira an equivalent of approximately 500 dollars. Brethren, this brother needs help. In the attached photograph he is the brother wearing the dark red shirt and standing in front of me.
As at the 10.p.m. last night all the brethren have safely returned to their homes.
APPRECIATION:
Brethren, on behalf of the Nigerian brethren, I wish to thank you very much for your continued benevolence to us who are like unappreciative children with our poor attitude toward attendance at seminars and general gospel work. Like Moses of old, I plead in their behalf. Many are willing to work but appear not to know how to go about it. We shall keep encouraging them. Once, again I thank the BSCFA Board for your love toward your brethren in Africa.
